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The period between 4.56 Ga (Earth's formation) to 3.8 Ga (start of Archean) is called Hadean era.  Ga indicates an
abbreviation of billion years ago.  There is rare geological evidence of Hadean era.  We could approach to the Hadean era
from inductive and deductive.  The inductive approach means the estimation from inside and outside of the Earth.  The
deductive approach is led by the estimation from laws, rules, tendency and systematics by simulation of computer and high
temperature and pressure experiments of rocks and magmas.  I compile research trends of the Hadean era.
