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Public outreach activity using a digital 3-D globe, Dagik Earth
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A portable, scalable and affordable 3-dimensional digital globe system, Dagik Earth, is developed to present the Earth scien-
tific research works. It uses a spherical or hemispherical screen to project data and images of the Earth and planets. The three
dimensional presentation is the only way to present the correct shape on the Earth while any map distorts the shape. Furthermore
it helps audience to understand the scale size of the Earth and planetary phenomena in an intuitive way. Dagik Earth has been
used in public outreach programs of universities and research institutes. Several sets of the hardware are ready for rent to scien-
tists, science museums and school teachers. The development of software is carried out to improve the interface and scientific
contents. International collaboration with Taiwan, Thailand, and other countries is in progress. In the presentation, we introduce
the system of Dagik Earth and public outreach program using it.
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
