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Historic records of Vulcanian eruption during 1800-1804 activity of Chokai volcano
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We briefly discuss record of historical documents about the A.D. 1800-1804 eruption of Chokai volcano, northeastern Japan.
We found documents suggesting intermittent explosion, ballistic ejection of hot blocks or bombs, acoustic waves and emission
of hot ash cloud, and concluded that Vulcanian eruption took place during August of 1801(July of Kyowa Gannen). Magmatic
activity of 1800-1804 eruption of Chokai volcano began with Vulcanian eruption between July 2nd and July 10th and ended by
emission of Shinzan lava dome around July 23rd.
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
